Any Marine Raider who took part in the amphibious operation on
gainville, with a D-Day of 1 November 1943, is aware that War Dogs also
part in that historic campaign. However, fewer are aware that it was th
first operation in which such dogs were used by the Marines in the Pacif
And still fewer Marines, other than Raiders, are aware that War Dogs pla
important role in the Pacific in World war II.

To set the "scene", and to view in retrospect one of the most
of such canines, the following release by Combat Correspondent TSgt. HAR
AZINE is quoted: "Bougainville - 4 Nov. 1943 (Delayed) - Up and down "FO
AVENUE", a narrow trail leading from Empress Augusta Bay to the jungle f
the Marines today are asking: HOW'S CAESAR; IS HE GOING TO LIVE?

The Japs probably are wondering about Caesar's condition too—
hoping the worst for him.

The Japs don't like Caesar at all. The Marines love him.

Here is why:

For two days and nights Caesar, a Marine-trained, three-year-o
German Shepherd dog, was the sole means of swift communication between t
extreme front line and the Rear Command Post. During this period, while
and phone contact was not established, the tireless dog got through time
time, running each vital message through a gauntlet of Jap sniper fire.
once was he distracted by whizzing bullets. Not once did he get lost in
dense jungle. Not once did he slacken with fatigue. Every message entr
to Caesar was delivered safely and speedily.

He was clearly the outstanding hero during the first two days'
ations. But Caesar's service to his country and his outfit, a Marine Ra
unit (2d Raider Battalion) was not limited to running messages.

The third night on Bougainville froun Caesar on a "road block"
post several hundred yards in advance of the Marines outer defense line.

With the dog at this jungle-isolated listening post was his tr
PFC RUFUS MAYO of Montgomery, Alabama. Man and dog were in their foxhol
a Jap crept noiselessly into the vicinity.

A moment passed as the Jap moved closer to the foxhole. Then
split second flash Caesar sprang from the foxhole and attacked the weapo
of the astounded and terrified Jap. With a shriek he turned and fled, &
perately trying to jerk his arm free of the dog's sharp teeth.

PFC MAYO could see only the faintest outline of the struggle b
his would-be assailant and Caesar.

The next morning PFC MAYO discovered an unexploded Jap hand gr
on the ground a few yards away from his foxhole—at the exact spot where
sar first attacked the Jap.

The Answer is YES!"

Caesar became the most famous of the Marine War Dogs, but he w
only one of twenty-four dogs that took part in the Bougainville Operatio
All of these dogs were members of the lst Marine War Dog Platoon. The P
toon, under the command of lst LT.
