After returning to San Diego I was assigned as an in-
structor at the Scout Snipers School in San Diego's Mission Valley,
(The 2nd RAIDERS, our original unit had gone oversea's) When Camp Pend-
leton was opened in late 1942 I was assigned there until uwe started to
form the 4th RAIDERS under Major James Roosevelt at Tent Camp #2, I was
one of the instructors of commando tactics and in hand-to-hand combat,
When the 4th debarked for overseas I was pulled from the pack along with
Allen Hensley and Capt. WUm. Wood to form a Marine RAIDER ReplacementCo.
to train replacements for all RAIDER Battalions .then serving oversea's,
Upon recommendation of Colonel James Roosevelt ] received a field comm-
ission to 2nd Lt. in earley 1943, 1In late 1943 I rejoined the 4th RAIDERS

» on New Caledonia, After reorgan-

ization at the Guadalcanal I was
transfered to the 3rd Division
Recon Company of Division Head-
quarters, I served with them on
Guam and Iwo Jima and was the
Division Motor transport officer
when I was returned to theStates
for discharge, In 1946 I served
with the Army in Korea where I
was awarded the Silver Star with
Oak Leaf Cluster, the Purple
Heart with Oak Leaf Cluster and
the Commendation Medal, I have

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FROM OUT OF TIE PAST

The American vessel ''General Sherman'
became stranded in the Han River in Korea.
Shortly thereafter, the Koreans attacked
the ship and sunk it. The ships crew
abandoned their vessel and escaped ashore.
Vhen they reached .ashore they were massacr-
ed. It was found that other foreigners,
including French missionaries, had suffered
the same fate at different times. In an
effort to obtain some assurance for the
protection of American lives, Frederick Low,
the American Minister to China, was sent on
a mission to Korea. He arrived on the
flagship ""Colorado" with four other ships
of the Asiatic Fleet. They anchored off
the mouth of the Han River and sent out a
Navy surveying party to examine approaches
to Seoul, Korea. The survey party, while
working its way up the chamnel of the Salee
River, was fired upon by one of the five
outpost which protected the approach to the
Han River.

On June 10, Marine Captain McLane
Tilton with 3 officers and 105 Marines,
who comprised part of the landing force,
led the assault against the Korean outpost.
After they captured two outpost with much .
difficulty, Tilton then led his Marines
against the heavily fortified headquarters
outpost "Citadel.' During the ensuing battle,
which required hand-to-hand combat, Marine
Corporal Charles Brown and Private H
Purvis made their way to the flagstaff and
tore down the enemy flag. As a result of
this heroic act, both Marines were subsquent-
ly awarded the Medal of Honor. With the
battle for the "Citadel" ended, over 200
Koreans lay dead, and a total of 6 Marines
were recommended for and ultimately received
the Medal of Honor for their gallant efforts.
Although no successful treaty was immediately
negotiated, hostile activity towards the
Americans ceased.

The above action might sound as though it
happened in 1950. It did happened on the
same river, same Seoul, Korea, but it
happened on June 10, 1871. In 1984 we still
do not have a successful treaty.

REFORM A BATAAN UNIT
FOURTH MARINE REGIMENT IS REORGANIZED IN PACIFIC. FAMED

LEATHERNECK RAILERS OF TULAGI-to-EMLRAU ERA, SEEK TO AVENGE
HEROLS OF TRAGIC DAYS IN PHILLIPPINES.

Advanced Solomon Island Base, 20 March (Delayed). The bloodstained heritage of the
most honored Marine Regiment in World War IL -- The undying heroes of the 4th Marine
Regiment of Bataan will be perpetuated by the fiercest fighting leathemeck wit ever
formed.
A new 4th Marine Regiment, comprising four of the bloodiest battalions in the Coxps
History -- The famed Marine RAIDERS whose battle flags have been raised in victory in
all comers of the Pacific; has been organized to finish the fight launched by the
fallen gallants of the Phillippines.
The new 4th Marines, under the command of Lieutenant Colonel Alan A. Shapley of Detroit,
were organized in January 1944, under the new Marine program to do away with specialized
wits. Their first operation was in the virtually unopposed occupation of Emmirau Island
in the St. Matthias Group, northwest of the Solomons.

THEY WILL REMEMBER
To these men has fallen the task of avenging America's dead in the Pacific. They have
read of the atrocities perpetrated by the Japanese on our war prisoners in the Philippines;
and they will remember.
Marines who fought at Alongapo, Mariveles, Bataan and Corregidor in the Philippines; at
Midway, Guadalcanal, Makin Island, the Russells; who made raids on Vangunu, Segi and the
Dragon Penninsula section of New Georgia; in the Mnda campaign, and the landing and
securing of Empress Augusta Bay on Bougainville in November -- these are the men of the
new Fourth Regiment.
The Marine RAIDERS under Colonel (Now Brigadier General) Merritt A. Edson first came into
national prominence in this war when they landed on the island of Tulagi and opened the
Solomons Islands offensive.
In some of the bitterest fighting of the War the RAILERS wiped out the Jap garrison and
then moved on to Guadalcanal to take a major part in the battle for the now famous Hender-
son Field, the latter island's principal air-strip. Other RAIDERS, under the command of
Lieutenant Colonel Evan F. Carlson, made a daring raid on Makin Island in the Marshalls
in August, 1942, and paid a retum visit there to take it, in November, 1943. This same
force was also in action on Guadalcanal. Many of the original RAIDERS, of course, are not
with them now. Many have been called back to the States as instructors or for hospitali-
zation.

NEW MEN LEARN QUICKLY
Many are dead. But a good percentage of the famed ''first wave' veterans are still on hand.
They will be the nucleus of the new Fourth Regiment -- its avenging spirit. They will be
experienced; the debt to their dead that must be paid off.
The new RAIDERS will leamn quickly, however; that spirit will be quickly absorbed.
MARINES ARE FUNNY THAT WAY.

Major Earl H. Ellis, a menber of the Naval Intelligence prepared a sudy of the threat of
the Japanese in the Pacific.

This statement was made, not in 1941, but becamé part of Operation Plan 712, and approved
by the Commandant on 23 July 1921.
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recall dancing one evening about 10pm around a large fire during the war when some
Japanese bombers came over to scatter themselves and the American troops sharing in
the festivities. But after that final raid was stopped peace reigned in the area.

He later pointed out to me Ah Cong wharf and the vessel which went aground
around the time of the hostilities. This was located near Yellow Beach. Closer to
the main village called by the same name as the island (Butaritari), he showed me the
remains of a Japanese Seaplane near the shore. The story goes that this plane took
off to bomb Funafuti after it was taken by American forces. It crash-landed back at
Butaritari after the raid and remains there till this day. One will find it between
the old Ah Chong wharf and the newly build King Wharf. There is some discussion as
to why it is called King Wharf - either the King asked that it be built or the King
owns it.

On another occasion I went with Tataua and William Teabo to the site of the
landing from the submarines called Bangkai. He was the past Council President of
Butaritari and is now the Band Master. At the time of the raid he was about 18 years
of age. We walked out to the water's edge and stood near the landing site. Later
he took me a little way from the shore where he recalled seeing a Marine wounded in
the shoulder and resting on a tree not too far from the site of the District Officer's
House. This site is known but traces of the house do not remain. He recalled that
the house had served as a place for the wounded.

After a long discussion in the maneaba (meeting house) some men spoke of the
Last battle of the RAIDERS and the burial ground. I asked some further questions and
they agreed to take me to the location. We went to a place called Taponipa. The men
were quick to say that all the trees there now were not there during the battle. Two
breadfruit trees did survive the years. One was still bearing and the other was no
longer offering even shade. The latter marked the scene of the battle. The American
Forces fought to the left of the tree and the Japanese forces to the right of it. The
tree itself is in front of a path which leads to an old Gilbertese cemetery. Then
Bureimoa took me to the place where the remains of the RAIDERS were buried after the
battle by the Gilbertese and the Japanese. Those who were part of the crew and who
accompanied me to the spot just opposite the breadfruit tree were Mamara, Bebeia, and

There is no memorial either to the attack of the RAIDERS or to the Main

Invasion later."

NOTE - As a side note Fr. McGrath says the matting from the airfield is used to fence
around homes, some of the shells are used for flower vases, and some of the
knives were put to use making copra. It would take some time to find out what
else may be in the homes of people who remember the days of the war.
