The above account was received from Joseph J. Johnson, Jackson, Ms, R
After reading his account of that night before the withdrawal I had !
been reminded of a few things that was going on in my area of that
patch of jungle. I did not know it was Johnson on my flank, or that

it was he and his squad that was clearing things out so we could see
light above the trees. I really didn't know who on either side of me.

I had recalled that Pvt. Gerald Ayers had been killed just before dark.
I now find out some 40 years later by Johnson's report that something
else happened pertaining to Ayers. Pvt. Gerald Ayers, Pvt. Donald
Barnes, and Pfc. Walter Gibbins, all of 4DQ, were killed attempting

to rescue each other. This was brotherly love, sacrafice and bravery,
and a truly gripping story.
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BAIROKO --SAME BATTLE AS ABOVE - BUT FROM THE
ASSISTANT CHIEF OF STAFF, HEADQUARTERS
U. 5. MARINE CORPS

The two RAIDER Battalions, lst and 4th, cleared Enogai at 0830, 20 July 1943
with the lst Battalion leading. Meantime, the 3rd Battalion, 145th Army Infantry,
had left Triri at 0800 and was moving up the Triri-Bairoko trail. The first Japan-
ese resistance was encountered near Leland Lagoon at about 1030, and shortly afterwards
a heavy fire fight commenced. The advance continued against increasing enemy resist-
ance until heavy casualties and numerous enemy strong points brought a halt to further
forward progress. The 1lst and 4th Battalions had come head-to-head with the enemy.
The enmemy occupied strong positions, heavily covered with coral and well camouflaged,
with 20 to 30 machine guns. Heavy machine gun positions were covered by riflemen in
trees. As the thick jungle canopy prohibited the use of our light mortars, Colonel
Liversedge ordered a withdrawal toward Enogai Point, with the 1lst Raider Battalion
covering. At 1100 the next day (21 July 1843) the 4th and lst disengaged and moved
back to Enogai. All wounded were evacuated, and all weapons and ammunitions were
salvaged.

The following men distinguished themselves during that day and night of 20 July 1843.
Each man in the lst and 4th distinguished themselves, however for a few of them it was
"above and beyond" I have located a few of the awards given for that battle.

SILVER STAR

AUDREY G. WINN, JR., Private First Class, United States Marine Corps Reserve, for
gallantry in action at New Georgia, Solomon Islands, on 20 July 1843. "Acting as an
ammunition carrier Private Winn constantly exposed himself to heavy enemy fire in order
to carry ammunition to a machime gun in a forward position. When the gun crew was
pinned down by accurate, hostile fire he aggressively returned to the rear and brought

back needed ammunition. In the successful accomplishment of this courageous task Private
Winn sacrificed his life.
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SILVER STAR

JAMES G. MAYFIELD, 4Hg, Pharmacist's Mate Third Class, United States Navy, for
gallantry in action at New Georgia, Solomon Islands, in exposing himself to heavy
enemy fire in order to locate, direct and assist in the evacuation of four litter
patients who would have otherwise remained on the battle field following the with-
drawal of the battalion to a defensive position on 20 July 1943, Jim is now in
Friendwood, TX.

DISTINGUISHED SERVICE CROSS

WESLIE L. PHILLIPS, 4CP, Corporal, United States Marine Corps. UWhile occupying a
key position in the center of his company's lines at Bairoko Harbor, New Georgia,
Solomon Islands, on 20 July 1943, Corporal Phillips pressed forward alone with a
machine gun after all the other men in his squad had become casualties. Gathering
ammunition from the dead and wounded, he held off the enemy while the wounded were
being evacuated under the cover of his fire.

DISTINGUISHED SERVICE CROSS

JOHN NOVINA, 4AN, Private First Class , United States Marine Corps, Acting promptly
and calmly in an emergency during an attack, when all the other men in his sguad were
either killed or wounded, Private Novina operated a machine gun alone while being
subjected to the exceptionally heavy fire from enemy rifles, machine guns and mortars,
while at Bairoko Harbor, New Georgia, Solomon Islands, on 20 July 1943. John is now
in Hobart, IN.

DISTINGUISHED SERVICE CROSS

OLIN M. GRAW, 4DQ, Private, United StaTES Marine Corps Reserve, for extraordinary
heroism at Bairoko Harbor, New Georgia, Solomons, on 20 July 1943. After all the
other men in his machine-gun squad had been either killed or wounded, Private Gray,
on his own initiative, took over the gun and manned it single-handed with spectacular
daring and zeal during the entire action. He repeatedly exposed himself purposely to
the Jamanese and boldly invited fire so that their gun positions would be divulged.
These challenging tactics netted him the discovery and destruction of two enemy machine-
gun nests. During a withdrawal, he covered the rear elements of his company and was
the last man to leave the area. His aggressive, fearless conduct was in keeping with
the highest traditions of the service and contributed greatly to the success of his
company's share in the action. O0lin is now in Medora, Ill.
