As former Marines and families of
Marines, you will feel an emotional swell
of pride as these young outstanding rep-
resentatives to today’s Corps perform an
exercise that is second to none in any mili-
tary organization in the world.

The Marine Barracks, where the
Evening Parade is conducted, is the old-
est Post in the Corps. The selection of the
site for the Barracks was a matter of per-
sonal interest to President Thomas
Jefferson...it was he who gave final ap-
proval after searching out the location
with the then Marine Commandant, Lt.
Col. Burrows. The white brick house at the
north end of the parade ground has been
the residence of the Commandant of the
Marine Corps since 1806.

The Barracks, arranged in a quad-
rangle (as it was when originally de-
signed) is used for offices, maintenance
facilities and quarters for troops and of-
ficers. It has been the home of the United
States Marine Bad, “The President’s
Own,” since 1801. The legendary John Philip
Sousa wrote many of his famous marches here

while he was director of the band.

Marines stationed at the Barracks
perform a wide variety of duties: they pro-
vide security details for the president and
various dignitaries of states; they operate
the Corps correspondence school, The
Marine Corps Institute, located at the
nearby Washington Navy Yard; and they
appear in the Evening Parade and the War
Memorial Sunset Parade.

Both the Barracks site and the home
of the Commandant are registered “Na-
tional Historic Landmarks.”

The Barracks is not only historical,
it has been the home of many men who
have made history. From this simple
square of buildings have marched men...
“a few good men...” whose successors fill
the ranks of the Corps today. Men and
women who stand ready to answer our
nation’s call, just as you did almost 60
years ago.

The Evening Parade calls to mind the
pride and sacrifice of these Americans
from every state in the union...who serve
as United States Marines, in peace and
in war, as their forebears have served for
over 200 years. Join with your fellow Raid-
ers in this wonderful evening of pride and
show them our gratitude.

Ahoy John: I'm enclosing a picture of
five buddies of “M” Company, 3rd Raider
Bn. Many of us have attended many re-
unions. However, Ken Slaughter will
never make another because of his death
on 2/9/2001. .

I’'m enclosing a check made out to our
Association in honor of Ken Slaughter.
Ken was an excellent Marine. He was
older than most of us in the Raiders. I
turned nineteen two months before
Bougainville. At that time, “Pappy” Ken
Slaughter was 28 years of age.That’s why
we called him “Pappy.”
